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Found a Dead Wild Bird? Here’s What To Do Next

The United States is experiencing a widespread
outbreak of highly pathogenic avian influenza (HPAI).
Although this disease primarily kills domestic poultry
(chickens and turkeys), it can also affect more than 50
species of wild birds.

If you find dead wild birds on your property, contact
your State wildlife agency or State health department
so they can collect and test them for HPAI.

carcass (body), wear disposable gloves to pick it up.

Disposing of Dead Wild Birds

= Prepare a solution of 1 part bleach to 10 parts
If you don’t have gloves, turn a plastic bag inside water and submerge shoes in the solution for 10
out and use it to pick up the carcass. Double-bag the minutes. The mixed solution is good for 7 days.
